CFL Beneficiary Applicants’
Policies and Procedures

1. Beneficiary Project Requests must fit within the CFL Mission Statement and Core Values.

2. CFL prefers to support life-affirming agencies that also share the Gospel of Jesus Christ with their clients; however CFL is free to support secular agencies that share our mission.

3. The amount of the Beneficiary applicant’s request may not exceed 10% of their operating budget.

4. CFL’s preference is not to fund the same project two consecutive years in a row. 

5. Beneficiary applicants must have been in existence at least three years before submitting a funding request to CFL and be located within the approved DFW Metroplex Counties:

6. CFL does not fund mortgage or debt reduction, travel, political activity or projects outside our mission. 
		
7. Late or incomplete applications are not accepted.  

8. Beneficiary applicants may submit a funding request that includes several projects. CFL prefers to fully fund all of the projects, however partial funding of one or more of the projects is allowed. 
 
9. Beneficiary applicants may not lobby a voting CFL Beneficiary Committee Member or Board Member in the form of letters, calls and/or personal presentations.

10. Beneficiaries are strongly discouraged from applying for emergency funds in their year of funding.

11. Beneficiaries are requested to not directly solicit donors from our membership in the same year they are selected as Beneficiaries. 

12. Beneficiaries should never use the CFL directory for fundraising purposes. 

13. Net working and collaboration among past and present Beneficiaries is strongly encouraged.
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
