Our year began with hosting over 300 people at our Community Outreach
Event. Rev. Mark Davis presented the poignant stories of his two sisters
who both faced unplanned pregnancies. Community Leader and Bible
Teacher, Ann Holford shared her amazing story of God doing beyond what
she could have imagined in the life of her teenage daughter who was
pregnant with twins.

Mayor Tom Leppert, Gary
Brandenburg, John Tolson, John Maisel and special guest speaker
Nic Vulvijec all participated in the program making it a powerful event to
challenge men to stand in the gap to protect the unborn.

Our April Spring Coffee held at the lovely home of Terry and Bob Rowling
attracted a record crowd of over 300! Our Council for Life 5K run beneficiary,
the Gladney Center for Adoption was featured and we heard wonderful
stories of what the Next Steps Program is accomplishing for birth mothers
in helping them transition back into society. Recording artist and well
known speaker, Gail McWilliams shared her beautiful story of choosing
the life of her unborn child over her eyesight.

Ongoing events which continued to grow and develop this year included
